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Abstract

This report documents my exchange experience at the University of Innsbruck in Austria during the
2025-2026 academic year, covering everything from the early stage of not knowing where to apply,
to actually settling into life there, to eventually packing up and heading back to Taiwan.

A lot of the preparation involved piecing together information on my own, and I often wasn't sure if
I was doing things right. So beyond sharing what life in Innsbruck was actually like, I also wanted
this to be something genuinely useful for anyone planning to apply — a clearer sense of how the
process works, what to get started on early, and what to watch out for along the way. Innsbruck
itself is a city tucked in the Alps, with a high proportion of international students and an atmosphere
that's hard to fully describe until you've been there. Over the course of the semester, I had the
chance to travel to over ten countries and meet people from all around the world, which ended up
being just as formative as the academic experience itself.

Hopefully this report gives future exchange students a more complete picture of what to expect, and
maybe even nudges a few more people into taking the leap and trying something new.
