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This report aims to share my experience participating in a one-semester exchange program at
Nanyang Technological University (NTU) in Singapore as my final exchange destination during the
second semester of the 2024-2025 academic year. The primary reason for making this huge decision
was that [ wanted to immerse myself in a different experience, one that offered a new educational
environment and classroom culture, enriching the final chapter of my undergraduate journey.

This report will begin by explaining why I chose Singapore as my exchange destination, followed
by a detailed description of the preparations required during the application process. I will then
describe my academic experiences and day-to-day life during the exchange period, as well as the
insights I gained afterward.

Although this incredible exchange program was not originally part of my academic plan, [ am
truly grateful for the opportunity from the bottom of my heart. It allowed me to better understand
why graduates from top universities are often favoured by employers, especially since I interacted
and studied with such talented peers for four months, which made me deeply realize how much
room [ still have for personal growth and improvement before stepping into the working
environment. | hope this sharing of my experience can be helpful to others considering Singapore as
their exchange destination.
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
