* To be eligible to apply, applicants must qualify for legal international student status of the
Ministry of Education's "Regulations Regarding International Students Undertaking Studies
in Taiwan”, (For article content, please see the appendix) and never once held the status of
Overseas Chinese Student before at the point of application.

2. Academic qualifications:

* International students with a high school diploma are eligible to apply for undergraduate
programs; a Bachelor’s degree for Master’s programs; and a Master’s degree for Ph.D.
programs.

* Academic credentials from Mainland China: The Regulations Governing the Accreditation
of Schools in Mainland China shall apply.

* Academic credentials from Hong Kong or Macao: Academic Credential Verification and
Accreditation Methods adopted in Hong Kong and Macao shall apply.
